Listen to, comment and ask questions about stories shared.


Listen and respond to peers and adults when engaged in play or activities.

Use past, present and future tenses accurately when speaking.





Personal Social Emotional Development (PSED)





Play co-operatively with peers, taking turns.


Show sensitivity to others’ feelings.


Talk about why they do or do not like a certain activity.


Talk about their ideas.


Show an awareness of feelings and behaviours and that some behaviours are unacceptable.


Work as part of a group or class – to play games, solve problems, complete challenges.
